Virtual Training Information:

e The training takes approximately six hours to complete. Participants can work at their
own pace. Training must be completed within 30 days after first logging in to the
Canvas course. Log-in information will be emailed once registration has been received.

e Course materials and curriculum will be mailed to participants.

e Following completion of the training modules, participants must attend a 20 minute
consultation with the lead trainer via phone or video conference.

e Training certificates will be mailed to participants, and PAL certification letters will be
sent to school principals following the completion of the training.

The PAL program contributes to a Multi-tiered System of Support and Local Control and
Accountability Plan priorities by engaging students, families and community members, building
social and emotional skills, and fostering a strong and positive school culture.
