In January 2023, 372 decathletes participated in a survey to gather information regarding the OCAD program's impact on
increasing student engagement and developing 21st century skills in the areas of communication, critical thinking,
collaboration. and positive character traits. Below are the survev results.

* 84% of students reported that OCAD helped them develop stronger character traits.
¢ 83% of students reported improved skills in team-work.
* 78% of students reported feeling more connected to their school.
* 63% of students reported improved creativity.
